House Rules 

Prize Information 

• The seed for each deck of cards pot will be $1000 

• The accumulator will increase by 50% of ticket sales each week 

• Prizes 

• Queen of Hearts (Q♥) = the pot plus 50% of ticket sales that 
draw 

• Jokers = $50 

• Queen of Diamonds (Q♢), Queen of Spades (Q♠), or Queen 

of Clubs (Q♣) = $50 

• All other cards = $20 
 
Ticket Information 

• Tickets are $1 each 

• Maximum tickets per event is 20,000 

• Each player can purchase maximum of 100 tickets per draw 
 
Event Information 

• Chase the Card takes place  

o every Tuesday evening between September 1 and May 31  

• ticket sales will start at 6:45 and end at 8:00 p.m. 

• draw will be at 8:15 p.m. 

o every Friday 

• ticket sales will start at 6:00 and end at 7:30 p.m. 

• draw will be at 7:45 p.m. 

• The number of cards will start at 54 (one deck of cards including the 
two Jokers). 

 
  



Draw Information 

• During ticket sales, all remaining cards will be placed face up on a 

table 

• At the end of ticket sales, all remaining cards will be shuffled and 

placed face-down on a table, with no cards overlapping 

• The winning ticket will be announced, and the winner has 5 minutes 

to present themselves. The announcement will be made four times 

during that period. Should a winner not come forward in the allotted 

5 minutes, a new ticket will be drawn. 

• The cards will not be cut or handled by the player by any time 

• The winner of the draw will place their ticket on the face-down 

card they would like selected 

• The selected card will be revealed to all in attendance 

• The selected card will then be signed by the winner, removed from 

play, and displayed on the locked bulletin board is the display cabinet 

 

Other 

• Once the accumulator is won, a new series must begin at the 

following event with a new deck of cards.  

• Written approval is required from the LGCA before any closures or 

changes to the rules, including changes to an accumulator 

• Bent or marked cards must be replaced by a new, identical card, or 

the entire deck can be replaced, with previously chosen cards 

removed 

• Must be 18+ to participate 

• The person handling the cards is not permitted to participate in the 

draw.
